2.02	Maximum Security Risk Resistant Perforated Grille
A. Description:
1. Furnish and install Price Model MSRRP Maximum Security Risk Resistant Perforated Grilles of sizes and mounting types designated by the plans and air distribution schedule.

B. Construction:
1. The Grille face shall be 3/16” hot rolled steel with 3/16” diameter holes staggered 60 degree on 9/32” centers. 
2. The face plate shall be stich welded to 3/16” hot rolled steel sleeve 
3. Sleeve shall be (specify length) with stitch welded seams.

C. Paint Specification:
1. Paint finish shall be (select one):
a. All components shall have a baked-on powder coat finish.
